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In the information age, democracy and political regimes face new
challenges and problems. While the social media platforms proliferation and
communication technologies have enabled access to information and political
participation, it has also given rise to issues such as the spread of disinformation
and the manipulation of public opinion. To overcome these challenges, it is
essential to ensure access to truthful information, develop critical thinking,
promote transparency and openness in governance, safeguard media
independence and freedom, and secure the confidentiality and privacy of
personal data. Only by doing so can we ensure the development of democracy in
the information age.
