The article deals with the tendencies of development of the enterprises of the national industrial complex by a certain set of multilevel financial and economic
indicators, which at the present stage occur in the unstable conditions of the environment. The retrospective analysis of the financial results of economic
entities is very important under the conditions of instability, uncertainty of the external environment, the negative impact of its factors on the industrial enter-
prises functioning. This will increase the level of scientific substantiation of strategic decisions making concerning to the sustainable development of the
national industrial complex on the way of European integration. Within the framework of the developed theoretical platform of the investigation, trends of
changes in the weight indicators of gross domestic product of Ukraine are considered as the basis of retrospective analysis of the financial results of the
economic entities activities both in terms of their size and in the types of their economic activities, such as industry and machine-building. The weight indica-
tor of gross domestic product per worker and the rate of its change have a positive dynamic of growth. The financial results before taxation of all entities in
the country on the national scale and according to industry and machine-building sectors during 2010-2017 have approximately the same negative trend
for the period 2014-2016. For objective reasons this situation is predictable phenomenon. The share of unprofitable enterprises has, in the main, almost
a positive tendency to decrease from 41% in 2010 year to 27.2% in 2017 year. In typical 2014, the share of large and medium-sized enterprises that have
suffered losses, as opposed to small enterprises, which is characterized by an increase in the specific indicator of profitability, is growing. This trend is also
observed for industry. In the machine-building sector, starting from 2014, the steady trend in the growth of the share of profitable enterprises is characteristic
of a cluster of small enterprises. This indicates a higher degree of their mobility, adaptability of small business to the modern challenges of the environment.

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RETROSPECTIVE ANALYSIS OF FINANCIAL RESULTS
OF UKRAINIAN ECONOMIC ENTITIES FUNCTIONING

The purpose of the article is to formulate and analyze the weight indicators of gross domestic product of
Ukraine and study the trends of economic entities development — large, medium and small industrial enter-
prises in the current conditions of unstable external environment. The aggregate positive financial result of
business entities of the country at present is a prerequisite for strengthening the self-sufficiency of the indus-
trial complex of Ukraine and its regions. This gave rise to consider the primary objective of the article the forma-
tion of a theoretical platform for the study of the category "financial result", on the basis of which as research
objects were selected, as well as a set of its tasks.

Methodology. The weight indicator of gross domestic product of the country was calculated, and its retro-
spective analysis was carried out in the dynamics for the period of 2010-2017. The analysis of financial results
(profit, loss) of the subjects of economic activity was carried out both in terms of their size, and according to
such types of their economic activity, like industry and machine building. The obtained results are the indica-
tor that characterizes the quality of market activity of business entities. The dynamics of the country's gross
domestic product as well as the base year 2010 have been researched; the number of employed workers in
subjects of large, medium and small businesses; the rate of change in the number of employed workers in the
subjects of entrepreneurship by types of economic activity; financial results before taxation of enterprises of
Ukraine by types of economic activity (total, for industry and for machine-building) with distribution to large,
medium and small enterprises; the share of profitable large, medium and small enterprises of the whole, indus-
try and machine-building; expectations of industrial enterprises of the country for the current year. Machine-
building industry was chosen as a separate object of research, because almost all of the well-known industrial
branches developed in Ukraine, by the share of production, are allocated to machine-building.

Results. It was found that Ukraine's index of physical volume of GDP had a positive upward trend, except
for 2013-2015, which were hard for the country's economy. The rates of change in the weight indicator of the
gross domestic product had positive dynamics of growth throughout the investigated period.

Financial results before taxation, which were shown by all entities in the country as a whole, its industry
and machinery during the investigated period, have approximately the same negative trend of change in
2014-2016, which is an objective, predictable phenomenon.

The share of unprofitable enterprises has a mostly positive trend down from 41% in 2010 to 27.2% in 2017.
In 2014, the share of unprofitable large and medium enterprises is increasing, as opposed to the growth of the
share of profitable small enterprises. This trend is also observed for industry. In the machine-building sector,
starting from 2014, the steady trend in the growth of the share of profitable enterprises is characteristic of a
cluster of small enterprises, indicating a higher degree of mobility, adaptability of small business to the current
challenges of the environment.

It is proposed within the framework of this study to calculate and analyze for some indicators the weight
indicators, which corresponds to the principle of comparability of results and ensures the eligibility for their use
at different levels of management of the national economy and its branches, spheres of activity. To visualize
the obtained analytical results, graphical representation of them is presented, which will help to understand
their economic essence.

Practical implications. The paper considers a number of issues related to carrying out a retrospective
analysis of financial indicators important for the country's economy, which characterize: gross domestic prod-
uct and the corresponding weight indicator; the number of employed workers in the subjects of large, medium
and small enterprises by types of economic activity; the share of pre-taxed enterprises that received profits,
divided into large, medium and small enterprises by particular types of economic activity; financial results
before taxation of enterprises with their distribution into large, medium and small: all over the country, in indus-
try, in machine-building. Positive financial results of the market activity of industrial enterprises is one of the
main prerequisites for ensuring the efficiency, profitability, financial stability and competitiveness of the coun-
try's economy as a whole.

Valueloriginality. Permanent retrospective analysis of financial results achieved by economic entities as
a prerequisite for the development of a strategy for the gradual development of the domestic economy on the
path to European integration has great theoretical and practical significance and therefore requires constant
attention from scientists and practitioners.
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
