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Abstract.

Mykolenko I. H., Stylyk A. H., Rozhko L. Y. The role of the strategy in ensuring the economic security of
the agricultural enterprise.

A successful operation of any agricultural enterprise in the period of economic crisis mainly depends on the effec-
tiveness of strategic management of its economic security system. The effective economic security of an enterprise is possible
only with a comprehensive and systematic approach. It allows ensuring strategic development of the enterprise, to develop
tactical and operational measures in order to minimize all negative consequences of internal and external threats. Based on
the study, the essential characteristics of the economic security of an agricultural enterprise and the assessment of its level
were considered. It was found that the mechanisms for improving the economic security of agricultural enterprises, which
take into account industry specifics and destructive factors, have not been sufficiently developed. The formation of economic
security was under study. The defining characteristics of the states of economic security are given. The author's under-
standing of a category "economic security of agricultural enterprises" is proposed based on rethinking modern interpreta-
tions of the studied definition and their systematization. It has been emphasized that economic security occupies an im-
portant place in the strategic management structure of the agricultural enterprise. The main aspects in the management of
economic security strategy are highlighted due to a wide range of interpretations and approaches to defining the strategy.
The economic security strategy of the enterprise as an object of management is structured. The advantages of a strategic
approach in the economic security management of the enterprise were also considered. It is noted that a process of developing
an economic security strategy takes into account both objective and subjective factors. The main process stages of developing
an economic security strategy are described. A necessity of formation a strategy for ensuring economic security in order to
create stable conditions for dynamic competitiveness and financial, economic sustainability of agricultural enterprises in
the long run was substantiated.

Oslopova M., Stepanenko S. Formation of "new reality" functioning of world markets of agricultural
products.

The article analyzes the current state of world markets for agricultural products. It has been proven that the response
to the challenges of the COVID-19 viral disease pandemic has been the formation of a "new reality". In its reality, trade in
agricultural products has shown greater resilience due to factors such as relative inelasticity of demand for food by income
(given that food is necessary for survival), transport peculiarities - most agricultural trade (including cereals and oilseeds)
takes place by shipping, which requires less interaction with people and has not been severely disrupted due to pandemic-
related transport restrictions. Trade in agricultural products was more resilient than trade in other products, due to several
factors, including the relative inelasticity of food demand by income (given that food is necessary for survival) and the fact
that most agricultural trade , cereals and oilseeds) occurs in bulk shipping, which requires less interaction with humans
and has not been severely disrupted due to transport constraints related to the pandemic. In 2020, the value of total trade
(imports plus exports) of agricultural goods between the EU and the rest of the world was 327 billion. As exports (185
billion) exceeded imports (142 billion), the trade balance was 43 billion. Between 2002 and 2020, EU trade in agricultural
products more than doubled, equivalent to an average annual growth rate of 4.8%. During this period, exports (5.3%) grew
faster than imports (4.1%). It has been established that the food price index shows a declining trend as a result of the
COVID-19 crisis, which has put pressure on prices and, consequently, on income. The food price index shows that prices
for vegetable oil and sugar fell the most, followed by prices for meat and dairy products. On the contrary, grain prices were
relatively stable, as the pandemic had less of an impact on demand and supply chains were less disrupted due to the fact
that cereals tend to be shipped in bulk and there were no significant disruptions in wholesale supplies.
