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INTRODUCTION

The problem of spatial development is a fundamental one from theoretical
and practical perspectives of modern society. It is relevant for the entire historical
period of human being. The problems of finding an optimal models of spatial
organization of community have always stood in our society. The features of such
models are caused by resource advantages of certain territories, by economic
conditions that determine the feasibility and direction of production activity. These
problems are multifaceted and include a wide range of resource nature reproduction
process within the unified economic space.

Today the questions of theoretical foundations and experience of the spatial
arrangement on the different territorial levels, grounded approaches to problem
solving spatial development are discussed in the world scientific literature.
However, existing research and development do not cover the whole complex
methodological tasks to develop integrated models, organizational and institutional
framework for sustainable spatial development. The monograph reviews modern
conceptual approaches to spatial development of complex socio-economic systems,
as well as upcoming trends in research of such systems.

In the fifth chapter the topical
issues of health economics in terms of spatial development are discussed. In
particular, the problems of improving the quality of health care in Ukraine and
Kazakhstan, the dependence of human health on the place of birth, mathematical
modeling and other health conditions are investigated.

1.1. Tatyana Sergienko. State ideology and its place in the socio-
economic and political life of Ukraine in the conditions of crisis.

The article 1s devoted to the analysis of conceptual provisions of the
peculiarities of formation of the state ideology in the conditions of crisis.
Studied conceptual and categorical framework of such concepts as "state
ideology" and "political ideology". Theoretical and methodological basis for the
problems of the ideological development in Ukraine an independent democratic
state.

1.2. Oleg Moroz. Justification of the project of reforming the
administrative — territorial structure of Ukraine.

The purpose of this article is to highlight some problems during the study
projects related to the reform of administrative and territorial division of
Ukraine. In the article the development and further improvement of the process
of justification of the reforms from the point of view of the concept of project
are analysed. This approach can provide a systematic understanding of the
methods of comparison and assessment of possible options for reform, and ways
and means to attract resources for the implementation of these reforms. Carrying
out structural reforms necessary for Ukraine is possible if the complex nature of
the legislative and institutional reform to ensure the project background analysis
and justification of the reforms. Conducting a thorough market analysis project
of reforming the administrative-territorial system of Ukraine, pleased to have
come to the conclusion that the envisaged reform of the formation mechanism of
regions not meet their resource capabilities achieve the goal of reform.

1.3. Olena Lytvynenko. Directions of implementation European
integration policy in Ukraine.

1.5. Valentina Volkova, Valentina Oglikh, Taras Nikolayev. Spatial
aspect of pension reform of Ukraine.

This paper examines the problems that are characteristic of the pension
system 1n Ukraine. It analyzed the spatial component of the pension system. It 1s
shown that the solution to problems is impossible without taking into account
the spatial, demographic, gender, social, preferential components. The necessity
to control space-demographic parameters at the state level has been proved. A
mathematical model describing the evolutionary type of population dynamics of
the employed population and pensioners has been proposed.

Is explained the use of model contracts and the
theory of games in the organizational mechanisms of housing in the region, offered
decision-making process in the construction of contractual relationships between
business sector to provide quality housing services in the region and the structural
model of contractual relationships between the subjects of business sector.

1.7. Oleksandr Pustovyi. Support and management of energy saving:
analysis of domestic and foreign experience.

This will allow on time to
develop a strategy for reducing costs of enterprises operating in specific
economic activities and increase their competitiveness.

2.2. Nataliia Kuzo, Nadija Kubrak, Nataliya Kosar. The study of the
tourism and recreation potential of lviv region

The tourist and recreational potential of Lviv region is highlighted, the
peculiarities of its use and the problems that hinder the development of tourism
and recreational services in the studied region. The dynamics of tourist flows in
recent years 1s shown. The directions of the innovation resort and recreational
facilities with the formation of innovation type structures are determined. The
reasonable steps towards popularization of green tourism as one of the most
promising in the modern world are given. The perspectives of territorial
marketing activities for the development of tourism and recreational areas of
Lviv region are established.

2.3. Elena Orlenko. Optimization economic model of producing grain
cereals Southern Ukraine region in terms of spatial development.

Agriculture increasingly complex production problems arise, for which
algorithm or decision is not the only, or does not assess the quality or coverage
decisions. One of these problems is the forecasting performance of agro-
ecosystems. Basically solving forecasting productivity of crops can be used
linear models that accurately reflect dostotnoyu of forecasting functions.

Migration processes in the
Carpathian Euroregion (based Transcarpathian region).

In the XXI century labor becomes the scarcest factor of production. The
only source of replenishment of the working population in terms of demographic
crisis 1s migration. Competition among developed countries is exacerbated by
human resources, and the transition to active migration policy in Ukraine should
be held immediately. Improving migration policy should be based on an
integrated approach to the realization of all the potential benefits of international
cooperation. This issue is important for the western region of Ukraine and
especially the Transcarpathian region.

2.5. Volodymyr Stefankiv. 1dentify opportunities for cluster operation
on energy saving in Ivano-Frankivsk.

The article is functioning cluster analysis of opportunities for energy
saving. Paid much attention to the study of international experience overall
energy saving technologies and individual use. Cluster approach to energy
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efficiency should be based on national, regional, financial, economic, natural
resource and other features specific to a particular region or country. Our
analysis of the processes of implementation of the cluster approach in energy
Ivano-Frankivsk allowed to define a number of barriers that greatly inhibit the
formation and development of competitive cluster of energy efficiency.

3.4. Victoria Balakireva. Historical analysis of the foundations of the
theory of productive activity.

The article presents a historical analysis of the foundations of the theory
of productive education from the time of ancient Greek philosophy to modern
ivestigations. These look at psychological and pedagogical concepts of
productive education that is organised on the basis of productive creative
activity of pupils.

Productive activity involves the creation of conditions for group work and
collaborative interaction between students in the educational process, therefore,
the investigation of ways of organizing productive activity is by far one of the
most actual problems of pedagogical science.

3.5. Elena Beriovd. The merits of limited-grade schools in the regions
of Slovakia at the beginning of the 21st century.

Demographic development in Slovakia and the introduction of normative
financing in the regional school opened a debate on the legitimacy of the
existence of primary schools (primary school) in small communities, also called
Limited-grade or small classes schools. Similar schools, but mainly urban
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originated in our country already in the 14th century, where one teacher taught
one class of students in several grades. They persisted to this day, as in the
Czech Republic, Austria, Hungary, Scandinavian countries, the USA and
Australia.

3.6. Oksana Vdovichenko. Comprehensive system of prevention and
correction of destructive risk.

In this work shows the development of a comprehensive system of
targeted prevention and correction of destructive of risk in view of its transition
into a constructive, which serves an important point towards the future,
achieving the goal. complete elimination of of risk of human life and activity is
impossible, as would be irrational nature in its development. An integrated
system provides three target components: an educational unit, Self-help, a
special system of psychological correction destructive risk.

3.7. Viadimir Gonda. Rankings of universities like as a tool for
evaluating the quality of higher education.

In manifestations of global competition in the education is constantly
growing importance and popularity rankings of universities which attempts
make to measure their effectiveness. While rankings have methodological
limitations and none of them is absolutely objective, they globally recognized
and are becoming increasingly popular.

The main aim of this article 1s to elucidate the importance of international
rankings evaluating the quality of higher education in the current era of
globalization and growing competition for student and subject to processing
actual results reputable ranking and rating agencies identify the position of the
best universities in the world and Europe, as well as the root causes of Slovak
universities compared with the world's top brass. In the end of this article we
paid attention to the quality assessment of universities respectively faculties in
Slovakia.

3.8. Vjacheslav Gusiev. Institutionalization of modernization of the
system of postgraduate pedagogical education in Ukraine.

Imperatives of modernization of the System of Postgraduate Pedagogical
Education (SPPE) in the context of reforming of the national educational system
are defined. Given the progressive world tendencies of development of

4.1. Stawomir Kania. Art therapy as a new form of support for young
people in treatment for drug addiction.

Article refers to the problem of addiction to psychoactive substances.
Author notes the need for the introduction of additional support for young
people participating in therapy structural — strategic. As a form of support
suggests art therapy , taking into account selected art therapy methods, specific
to addiction therapy.

4.2. Iryna Yankovych. Training of future teachers to the prevention of
pupils’ deviant behavior in educational institutions of Poland and Ukraine.

Content, forms, technologies and methods of training of future teachers to
the prevention of pupils’ deviant behavior in higher educational institutions of
Poland and Ukraine have been cleared up in the article. Forming of students’
skills to do educational measurements, implement technologies, methods of
work with indocile children has been accentuated. The article proves that
diagnostic, tutorial, therapeutic functions of educator are studied thoroughly in
Polish universities; technologies of educational system of comprehensive school
development, of work with indocile children, which are studied in Ukrainian
educational institutions, aren’t found in the Polish pedagogy.

4.3. Kinga Mydlarz. The role of the school psychologist in the
indicating prevention of suicidal behaviors adolescents.

Attempted suicide i1s associated with a desperate cry for help, which
paradoxically allows liberation from suffering (the experience of catharsis). Man
in an attempt suicide , unable to find solutions to their problems , can not find in
your life, causing fear its further existence abundant in further problems and
failures . Internal tensions will accompany suicidal intentions messages which
school psychologist must respond, in accordance with modern principles of
suicidal prevention.

4.4. Tetiana Karakatsanis. Teachers' creativity from a dimension
perspective.

There has been a growing scientific interest towards the concept of
'creativity' in the area of education in the last two decades. Council of the
European Union identified it as one of four main objectives in the strategic
framework for European cooperation in education and training up to 2020 ('ET
2020"). Nevertheless many authors recognize that not appropriate attention is
still paid to creativity in education. Besides, numerous publications show that
there are diverse views on this issue. Therefore, teachers' creativity is considered
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to be ambiguous to define. So, the purpose of this article is to contribute to the
scientific research concerning teachers' creativity through exploring it in
different dimensions: process, product, personality and climate.

4.5. Oksana Koval Features of adaptation of students with special
needs to study in Ukrainian universities.

The article 1s analyses the factors that influence the effectiveness of
adaptation of disabled students to the learning environment at the university.
The article is concerned with the problem of formation of system support for the
students with the special needs at Higher establishments. The essence of the
process of adaptation, main difficulties of the process of adaptation and
functions of Ukrainian universities are presented. And the ways to accelerate of
activation systems support education in students at Higher establishments. And
ways to accelerate learning support system in higher education of students with
special needs are defined: technical, pedagogical, psychological, medical
rehabilitation, sports, social support, vocational adaptation and rehabilitation.

4.6. Alla Kulichenko. Interest formation in the first-year students of
higher medical educational establishments in the course of foreign language
study.

The article deals with a brief review of the scientific and pedagogical
literature (experience of the US pragmatic pedagogy of the late XIX™ century —
the early XX™ century) on the question of interest. The author summarizes that
interest is an activity connected with particular attention to the object or subject
and contributes to the emergence of thoughts for implementation of a particular
purpose.

The author defines and proposes some reasonable ways of interest
formation in the first-year students of higher medical educational establishments
during foreign language study. There are such ways as development of a specific
context during foreign language lessons; introduction of new teaching methods;
usage of audio-visual aids in the classroom; reading of professionally oriented
texts and usage of specific medical vocabulary; students’ involvement into any
out-of-class activity; for lecturers — reconsideration of own principles, life
philosophy as well as formation of proper professional and personal qualities.

4.7. Lysyuk Tetyana, Oksana Tereshchuk. Modern methods and
approaches in the teaching of the subject «The organization of excursion
activities».

The article examines modern methods and approaches in the teaching of
the subject of «The organization of excursion activities». The article has studies
the major factors of the expediency and the necessity of the improvement of the
complex forms of the organization of the study of the subject; it also

4.8. Svitlana Shevchenko, Viktoriia Onyshchenko. Use of technology on
analytical thinking development among students in distance learning
mathematics.

The article 1s devoted to methodology problems of teaching mathematics
to students of distance form of technical schools. It 1s grounded the actuality and
feasibility of implementing distance learning in the educational process of high
school and peculiarities of such training in the technical university. The model
study of higher mathematics technology is presented, which ensures the
development of analytical thinking of students at the same time achieving the
necessary educational standards and promoting interest in the study of
mathematics. The ways of its implementation in the educational process for
students of technical university for distance learning are revealed.

4.9. Urszula Strzelczyk-Raduli. Psychological-Teaching in Primary
School No. 1 named after Silesian Insurgents in Kedzierzyn — Kozle in the
perception of parents - research report.

Objective of the study presented in this article: Psychological — teaching
at Primary School No. 1 for them. Silesian Insurgents in Kedzierzyn — Kozle in
the perception of parents. The study defined learning goals and objectives
practical to be an indication for further work with children and their parents.
Conclusions from the study indicate a high competence of teachers in the
treatment and care of children with educational difficulties and thus the
satisfaction of parents with therapeutic activities undertaken in the audited
facility.

4.10. Stawomir Kania. Compounds of social competence with the
system value of high school students: pedagogical implications for
prevention.

The study revealed the existence of a certain dependence in the study
group. Advanced research hypotheses were confirmed. Studies have confirmed
the relationship between high levels of competence and gender. Also an average
level for the overall social competence was demonstrated.

CONDITION AND TRENDS OF CLINICAL MEDICINE

5.1. Oleg Avrunin, Nataliia Shuhliapina, Zhanna Ivanchenko.
Extended of diagnostic capabilities for the Rhinomanometry method.

Extended of diagnostic capabilities for the Rhinomanometry method are
described in this paper. The theoretical base and possibilities of computer
rhinomanometry for functional diagnostic of nasal breasting are proposed. The
developed method of dynamic posterior rhinomanometry allows to determine
the value of the aerodynamic resistance of physiological nasal breathing in rest
and 1n forced mode, which is especially important to determine the maximum air
conduction of the nasal cavity. The estimation of phase difference about 9°
between the signals of the air flow and pressure in the nasal cavity 1s calculated.
A method for evaluating the functional state of the nasal valve, which allows by
waveform analysis of air flow are proposed. The definition of statistical
significance of the above parameters in the diagnosis of respiratory diseases
require further research and medical studies.

5.2. Oleg Babak, Natalia Zhelezniakova, Volodymyr Molodan, Anastasiia
Andprieieva, Kostiantyn Prosolenko, Iryna Zelena, Natalia Yarmysh. Indicators of
the state of the endothelium in patients with hypertension and obesity based on
PPAR gene polymorphisms and PPARG.

The aim of the study was assessment of the optimization of the endothelium in
hypertensive patients with obesity by identifying the gene polymorphisms
piroksosomalnyh receptors (PPAR and PPARG) in combination with inflammation
factors. There were examinated 352 patients with hypertension and obesity. Patients
matched for age and sex. ELISA was determined the level of CRP, TNF-a,
endothelin-1, nitric oxide (eNOs, NOx), IL-4, immunoreactive insulin in the
serum. The gene polymorphisms of PPARA and PPARG studying by the
polymerase chain reaction. The intima-media complex of common carotid artery
measuring by echocardiography on the diagnostic complex «Ultrasound
scanner» (USA).

The obtained results indicate that patients — carriers 162Val allele gene PPAR
observed more reduction endothelium-dependent vasodilation and simultaneous
increase of endothelin-1 and metabolite concentration NOx, which is evidence of more
severe violations of the functional state of the endothelium. If detected genotype
Pro12Pro determined by the thickness of intima-media of common carotid artery, it
would indicate an earlier development of atherosclerotic process. There 1s a significant
difference between the metabolite concentrations of NOx and systemic inflammation
in patients with genotypes Leu/Leu gene PPAR.
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5.3. Grigorii Zholtkevych, Konstantin Nosov, Larisa Rak, Olena
Visotska, Yuri Bespalov, Nadiya Dubrovina, Hanna Dobrorodnia.
Mathematical simulation of impact of overweight on the structure of
parameters of cardiovascular system in the state of with arterial
hypertension.

In the paper the results of mathematical simulation of impact of
overweight on the structure of parameters’ relationships in cardiovascular
system for subjects with first and second degrees of arterial hypertension. With
the use of a new class of mathematical models (discrete models of dynamic
systems) the formal description of the structure was obtained. The mechanisms
of impact of different degrees of obesity on the structure of cardiovascular
parameters were revealed.

5.4. Grigorii Zholtkevych, Larisa Rak, Olena Visotska, Konstantin
Nosov, Yuri Bespalov. Simulation of dynamics of vegetative nervous system
under disturbance of the cardiovascular system of adolescents.

In the paper the results of mathematical simulation of dynamics of
vegetative nervous system under disturbance of the cardiovascular system of
adolescents are presented.

The formal description of dynamics was obtained with use a new class of
mathematical models (discrete models of dynamic systems). Investigations have
revealed a systemic nature of patterns of impact mentioned disturbance on
dynamics of the vegetative nervous system.

5.5. Akmaral Zhumalina, Balash Tusupkaliev, Marfuga Turemuratova,
Zhuldyzay Esirkepova, Ayazhan Bazarova. Condition of red blood of the first
year of life children with obstructive bronchitis, living in the regions with
different ecological load.

According to the results of aur research the birst year of life children,
living in the regions with different ecological load have clinical peculiarities of
the course of obstructive bronchitis.

Conducted comparative analysis revealed, that freguency and severity of
anemia also depend upon the region living. So, the first year of life children with
obstructive bronchitis living hear chrome — processing enterprises, have anemia
1,5 times more freguent and severe degree of in comparison with children, living
in the regions lacking industrial enterprises.

Severe degree of anemia of the first year of life children with obstructive
bronchitis 1s revealed more breguent at the age of 10-12 months. Change of
ferrokenetic indicators with the reduction of serous iron (2,4 times), serous
ferritin (2,1 times) and increasing of blood serum VICS (2,2 times), that
testifies.
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5.6. Grigoriy Tkachenko, Olga Astapieva, Leonid Vasiliev, Ganna
Grushka, Natalia Luhovitskaya, Yuriy Tkachenko, Olga Kondratieva, Olga
Paskevich, Viktoria Riyako. Value of ablative activity of radioiodine in
patients with thyroid microcarcinoma in relation to the types of the
surgery.

The purpose of the study is to study the value of ablative activity of
radioiodine in patients with thyroid microcarcinoma in relation to the types of
the surgery. The analysis of ablative radioiodine activity was performed in
patients with thyroid carcinoma in relation to tumor stage.

High efficiency of the treatment has been achieved only after radical
surgery as for thyroid microcarcinoma and for cancer larger size too.

5.7. Grigoriy Tkachenko, Olga Astapieva, Leonid Vasiliev, Ganna
Grushka, Natalia Luhovitskaya, Yuriy Tkachenko, Olga Kondratieva, Olga
Paskevich, Viktoria Riyako. Comprasion of the clinical characteristics of
thyroid microcarcinoma and thyroid cancer larger size.

The purpose of the study i1s to study the comprasion of the clinical
characteristics of thyroid microcarcinoma and thyroid cancer larger size. The
analysis was performed in patients with DTC who were treated at our hospital.
The clinical characteristics of thyroid cancer were examined depending on the
stage of the disease, surgical treatment and the effectiveness of radioiodine
therapy. Thyroid microcarcinima should be treated as other form of thyroid
cancer with using radical surgical treatment and ablative radioiodine activities.
